A. Project management and implementation
Supporting documentation: proof of activities undertaken and the results produced will be provided in the final report of a description of these activities and results.
Additionally, the results produced will be uploaded by coordinator on the dissemination platform and, depending on their nature, will be available for checks and audits at the beneficiary.

B. Transnational Project Meetings
Supporting documentation:
· proof of participation in activities organized abroad in the form of a declaration signed by the host organization, stating the participant's name, the participant's e-mail address, the aim of the activity organized abroad and the dates of beginning and end of it

· boarding pass
· proof of payment at hotel
C. Intellectual Outputs
Intellectual Outputs must be realized and be an acceptable quality level, this being determined by NA evaluating.

Supporting documentation:
· evidence of achieving the intellectual outputs, which will be uploaded to the dissemination platform and / or, depending on their nature, will be available for checks and audits at the beneficiary or partners organization in the project

· proof of time invested by staff to produce intellectual outputs, like individually timesheets containing name, category of personnel according to four categories, the dates and the number of days the person has carried out activities for the production of  intellectual outputs signed and stamped by the legal representative of the beneficiary (one day is equivalent to 8 hours)

· proof of relationship between the individual and the beneficiary (such as employment (work) contract, contract for voluntary activity, etc.), as recorded in the official records of the beneficiary

D. Multiplier Events 
Calculation of the grant: The grant is calculated by multiplying the number of participants from organizations other than the beneficiary or the partners in the project with contribution on unit applicable per participant

Supporting documentation:
· Description of the multiplier event in the final report

· Proof of participation to the multiplier event like a list of participants signed by the participants, specifying title, date and place of the multiplier event and for each participant: name, e-mail and signature, name and address of the sending organization

· Detailed Agenda and any other documents used or distributed during the multiplier event

E. Exceptional Costs

Calculation of the grant: The grant is equal to reimbursement of 75%  of eligible costs actually incurred

Supporting documentation:
Contract + invoices of the actual costs incurred

Budget transfers without addendum

· Beneficiaries are allowed to transfer up to 20% of allocated funds for management and implementation of the project, transnational project meetings, the Intellectual Outputs and exceptional costs to any other category of the budget, except budget categories: project management and implementation and exceptional costs.

· Any budget transfer may increase the amount allocated a budget categories with a maximum of 20% of its value
